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Open your action and MAKE SURE YOUR RIFLE IS NOQDADED. Close the action after checking.

Remove the forend from your rifle by unscrewihg forend screw.

Remove the forend screw completely from therfdrso it will be out of the way for inletting.

Note the forend retention pin that the foren@ws into. Push or drive it out of its hole sideway

Slip the Accurizer over the tip of the forendhgar and insert the long retention pin throughhtbies.

Now the forend needs to be inletted to fit thizaespace taken up by the Accurizer. The bestfzbbe done with a mill-

ing machine but most people don't have accessatin fhhe next best method is to use a Dremel®wathl a coarse grit
sanding drum. Measure, mark, and cut a little. @HikcMeasure, mark and cut a little. Take yduond so that the Ac-

curizer will just fit. You don’t want it too looser too tight...

try to get it to “just fit” nice. Ada, take your time.

(Caution: If you take too much, it can cause protdevith barrel/forend contact)

Tuning Your Hicks#1 Accurizer Equipped Ruger Single Shot

1. With an Allen wrench inserted through the tunimde, turn the Hicks #1 Allen screw until you fégust make contact
with the barrel. Back off 1/4 turn and shoot yowstfgroup with no barrel contact.

2. Now turn the screw to just make contact and shagoup. From here on, make adjustments of 1142durn and shoot
your groups until you find the tension that shdbtstightest group.

Gunsmith Notes

1. You can glass bed the Accurizer if you likemkikes for a nice looking installation.
2. Minor differences in forends may require sontinfj in the window that allows the screw to baltdugh the Accurizer.
We've improved the design so this shouldn’t be seagy anymore but watch for it if you can’t get sueew to fit.
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
